The Council of Great Lakes Industries (CGLI) is pleased to provide these comments for U.S. EPA Docket ID No. EPA-HQ-OA-2011-0154, -0156, and -0159 in response to Executive Order 13563 regarding a retrospective review of the Agency’s regulations.
CGLI is a non-profit organization representing the common interests of U.S. and Canadian industrial organizations from the manufacturing, utilities, transportation, communications, financial services and trade sectors that have investments in the Great Lakes Basin. The Council works to ensure that industry is a substantive partner in the Great Lakes region's public policy development process. The Council is a partner organization with the World Business Council for Sustainable Development, Geneva, Switzerland.
CGLI’s work focuses on the management of toxic substances, protection and utilization of water resources, as well as the production and utilization of energy.  In each of these areas it is imperative that regulatory standards be developed and implemented within a process that provides robust participation of industry and other stakeholders.  Stakeholders bring a wealth of information into these deliberative processes.  CGLI requests that formal stakeholder engagement provisions be made a standard part of regulatory development and implementation initiatives in each of these areas.

Examples of initiatives that have benefited from active stakeholder engagement provisions include the Great Lakes Binational Toxics Strategy (GLBTS), the Great Lakes Regional Collaboration which produced  the GLRC Strategy to Protect and Restore the Great Lakes (in response to Executive Order 13340 of May 18, 2004), and the Great Lakes Water Quality Agreement Review of 2007.  CGLI urges EPA to capitalize on the lessons learned from these highly successful stakeholder engagement centered initiatives and use them as models for development and implementation of regulatory programs in the future.

Thank you for the opportunity to provide these comments as a part of the current retrospective review of the Agency’s recommendations.
